David received the map from Judy Lawshe which shows the easements on the roads which need trimming of tree branches and brush.

There was a discussion about the need to put up a stop sign on Oak View Dr. at Rattlesnake Bar Rd, and also to put up street signs for Oak View Dr. and Creekside Ct.  Tony Brickel volunteered to buy the signs and posts and it was decided to allocate $200 to Tony for this purchase.  Tony Brickel moved and Sandra Raley seconded a motion to purchase the signs and put them up.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Pond Chairman Report:  Tony Brickel

Tony Brickel reported that he checked out prices for a new entry gate for the pond.  He found a 12' grey gate at Home Depot for $132.  He will purchase the gate and install it at the pond.

We discussed putting up a gate at the back of Kevin Hoversten's (policeman) property to provide access to the pond outlet area.  Sandra Raley or Donna Buckalew said they may have a 6' gate we can use. 

The task to put a cable across the dam road is pending.

Sandra Raley received a letter from the Department of Water Resources with an attachment of the new 2013 Dam Emergency Procedures Notice.  Sandra gave the letter to Tony.  It is to be posted at the pond.

Sandra also mentioned that Greg Eugster (Lot #13 - used to be Lucy Whittier's horse ranch) had called Sandra and asked if he should be responsible for cleaning his side of the pond.  Sandra told him that this would be great if he could maintain his property bordering the pond.
