These Board members submitted receipts for reimbursements:

Tony Brickel was reimbursed for a total of $85.29, for additional monies for the street signs (for Oak View Drive and Creekside Ct), stop sign at Oak View Dr and Rattlesnake Bar Rd,  and a new pond gate.  This is in addition to $200 spent on the street signs and posts, and $132 spent on the gate.

John Greding was reimbursed for a total of $625.00 for a water well test by Diamond Well Drilling on 2/20/13.  This is to test for possible contamination from water runoff from Doug Bennett's property.

Debra Brickel was reimbursed for a total of $10.64 for copies of minutes and agenda at Staples for this Board meeting. 

Sandra reported that she paid Sinclair $2,390.90 this month.  We received $390.90 from 

Pickell's wage garnishment this month.  This money was paid to Sinclair as part of this 

month's payment.  The balance that we owe Sinclair is $66,887.72.

Sandra mailed $200 to Allied Trustee Services to purchase the Blanket Notification Service 

Agreement, which will notify us whenever a homeowner is being foreclosed, and similar 

property information.

Road Chairman Report:  David Gabriel


David Gabriel reported there was no road repair work done during this last month.

David and Tony Brickel put up the new street signs (Oak View Dr and Creekside Ct) and a stop sign at Oak View Dr and Rattlesnake Bar Rd.

David said that he may plan the Road Easement Trimming Work Party for the spring.

Tony Brickel will get the 25 mph sign from John Greding and will buy a post, and then put up the sign on Oak View Dr.

John Greding mentioned that the horse trail along John's property on Pine Tree Ct is being eroded by runoff from Doug Bennett's driveway.  

Debra Brickel mentioned she talked to Michael Weiss recently on 2/8/13 when he and Judy Lawshe were clearing the intersection of dirt (from rain runoff) at Oak View Dr and Pine Tree Circle at Michael Weiss' property (Lot #36).  The culvert there is blocked again.  Michael would like to borrow the new culvert tool to see if this would clear his culvert.  Also, he asked if David Gabriel or someone could move some of the hillside gravel at the uphill side of the culvert, away from the culvert.  He said to dump it on his property, where the culvert empties onto his property and spread it around in that area.  John Greding said maybe he could do this work, as David doesn't have a backhoe that is needed for this job.

Pond Chairman Report:  Tony Brickel

Tony Brickel reported that the State dam inspector visited our pond on 2/28/13.  The inspector said that we need to remove the small trees and brush growing on the side of the dam, or the State will have to send us a warning letter.  He also said we need to do rodent control.  The inspector was pleased that the spillway and the outlet area were cleared of blackberries and brush.  Tony cycled the spillway for the inspector and it worked fine.

Tony will look into hiring someone to clear the sides of the dam.  Sandra Raley gave Tony a business card for All Brothers Tree Service (insured and licensed); Tony will contact them.  John Greding said he will look to see what needs to be cleared on the side of the dam, to see if he can do any of the work.  Tony said he will also look into making a hawk perch for the rodent control.

The inspector will be sending us his official inspection report soon.

Tony reported that he put up the new entry gate to the pond.  It looks very nice.

He also filled out the Annual Water Rights License (State Water Resources Control Board) on 2/8/13.  This is due 6/30/13.

We discussed putting up a cable across the dam road to prevent vehicles from driving on the dam road.  David Gabriel said he has a cable, and David Anderson (lives on corner of Oak View Dr at Orchard Ct and his property backs up to the dam - Lot #9) said he would like to help.

We will discuss putting in the gate from Kevin Hoversten's property (Lot #10 - policeman) to the pond at a later meeting.

Tony had received a bill dated 3/1/13 from the State for a late fee ($16) that we owe for our payment to the State Water Resources Control Board for our 2012 water rights fee for the pond.  He gave the bill to Sandy who will take care of it.
