Proposed Expenditures for Dam and Culvert Work 

Meeting Minutes

April 18, 2013

The PHEHA Board of Directors held a special meeting to discuss proposed expenditures for dam and culvert work on April 18, 2013 at Tony and Debra Brickel's residence.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm.

Board Members present were:  David Gabriel, President; Debra Brickel, Secretary/Historian; Sandra Raley, Treasurer; Tony Brickel, Pond Chairman; Donna Buckalew, Member-at-Large; and Polly Lowry, Member-at-Large.  Board Members who were absent were:  John Greding, Vice President; and Dana Walsh, Member-at-Large.

Old Business

Proposed Expenditures

Dam Expenditure:


Tony Brickel reported that he got an estimate from All Brothers Tree Service to clear brush and small trees on the sides of the dam for $2,000.  The State inspector is requiring us to do this maintenance work by 9/1/2013.   Tony explained that we need to decide if we want to pay for this work as soon as possible while we can still burn.  The tree service will clear the brush and then burn it at the pond.  All Brothers Tree Service is insured and licensed.

 
Culvert Expenditure:


David Gabriel, Polly Lowry, John Greding, Tony Brickel, and Debra Brickel met on Monday 4/8/2013 at 10:00 am to try to clear out the culvert again at Lot 23 (Kurt Thieman - where the Friesian horses used to be -- across from Pickell).  John Greding dug out the east end of the culvert with his backhoe to make it easier for us to dig.  We used the culvert cleaning tool, shovel and pick, and were able to clear a few feet, but could not possibly clear the whole culvert.  Tony decided to try to find a company that could do the work.


Tony Brickel reported that he got an estimate from Livingston's Grading and Paving for clearing out two culverts:  (1) culvert at Lot 23 (Kurt Thieman - where the Friesian horses used to be -- across from Pickell) and (2) culvert at Lot 36 (Michael Weiss - at the corner of Pine Tree Circle and Oak View Drive).  The estimate was for $1,000 to clear the culverts using a high pressure water truck.  Livingston said they are pretty successful clearing culverts this way.  Livingston charges $125/hr minimum 8 hours.  They will charge less if it takes less time.   Travel one way from Livingston is charged at hourly rate.  We need to clear the downhill side of the culverts 6" below pipe out about 30 ft before Livingston comes out, so we would need to contact Doug Pickell and Michael Weiss to do this work.  Polly would like to clear Michael Weiss' culvert first.  We need to clear these culverts as part of the Musser agreement.


Discussion followed.  Sandra Raley reported that she has paid the Board insurance ($3,146), but is holding this month's Sinclair payment ($2,000).  We have to pay the Sinclair payment out of our checking account, which does not leave much in the checking.  However, we have $4900 in savings and $2,000 in reserve.  We decided to pay for the dam work now, and wait until September (before the rains come) to do the culvert work, as we cannot afford to do both now.  Tony Brickel moved and Sandra Raley seconded a motion to spend $2,000 from our savings account for the dam work, and to delay the culvert work until September.  


The motion was approved unanimously.  

Other Business

1.
Culvert Work - Erosion Prevention
Polly Lowry, Tony Brickel and David Gabriel will meet on Sunday, 4/21/2013 at 2:00 pm at the culvert at Lot 23 (Kurt Thieman - where the Friesian horses used to be -- across from Pickell) to install a straw wattle on the east side of the culvert.  This is to keep soil and rocks that are eroding from the pasture from washing into the culvert.

2.
Pond - Cable across Dam Road

The Board had planned to put up a cable across the dam road to prevent vehicles from driving on the dam road.  There was some discussion as to whether this is really necessary.  The cable would also prevent horseback riders from riding their horses on the dam road to get to the trail system on Pine Tree Ct.  We decided not do this at the Spring Pond Work Party on June 1 as planned, and will discuss this item further at the June Board meeting.

3.
Annual Meeting on May 4

Dana Walsh's home is in escrow and is expected to close mid-May.  Debra Brickel called Dana to confirm that the Board will remove her name from the election ballot for the Annual Meeting since she will no longer be a PHE homeowner.  Dana said if the Board ever needs assistance or has a question regarding PHEHA that Dana or Craig Diamond can help with, to be sure to contact them for assistance.  The buyers for Dana's property (Carrie Barrett and Joe Parker) would like to attend the Annual Meeting; the Board decided that they should be allowed to attend the meeting (but cannot vote), since the home is in escrow and is closing soon.
