Sandra Raley reported that we have the following money in our accounts.  Note:  The

Sandra reported that there are 11 homeowners that owe dues for the second quarter.  They 

are not overdue yet.

The following people submitted receipts for reimbursement:  (1) Debra Brickel for $89.65 for 

(a)  copies at Staples for the Annual Meeting and two Board meetings, and (b) $10 toward 

purchase at Staples of  a home printer cartridge used for PHE business; and (2) Steve Elliott  

for $100.78 for two "Slow for Equestrian" signs for Oak View Drive.  Sandra wrote checks for 

the reimbursements.

Sandra reported that she has not paid the $2,000 to Sinclair this month, due to low funds.  

She is waiting to receive payments from the homeowners that have not paid the second 

quarter dues yet.  The balance that we owe Sinclair is $60,677.68.

Sandra received a wage garnishment check for Pickell for this month for $324.34.  It will be 

saved to pay to clear the Oak View Drive culverts this fall (see Old Business, Item 8, Musser 

Bypass Ditch).

Sandra Raley said that she has not received the refundable deposit of $200 from 

Georgetown Divide Recreation District for the rental of the Northside School Library for the

Annual Meeting.  Debra Brickel will follow up.  The check was supposed to be sent earlier 

this week so we should receive it soon.

Road Chairman Report:  David Gabriel

David Gabriel did not have any road maintenance work to report.  Tony Brickel will be posting the 25 mph sign on Oak View Drive.

Pond Chairman Report:  Tony Brickel


Tony Brickel reported that he had hired All Brothers Tree Service to clear brush and trees on 

the sides of the dam.  This work was completed 4/22/2013 and cost $2,000.  It was the main work that the State Dam Inspector required. Tony is still working on two tasks for the State Dam Inspector:  (1) remove tules, and (2) initiate rodent control program by putting up hawk perches.  

Tony Brickel reported on the Spring Pond Work Party which was held June 1.  Only three people (Donna Buckalew, Polly Lowry and Debbie Brickel) showed up, in addition to Tony.  They did weedeating at the picnic area, along the side of the pond, and at the outlet area.

Also, Sandra Raley did weedeating earlier in the week on the pond bank along her property; and also another homeowner was seen weedeating on Friday at the pond.

There was discussion about whether or not to put up a cable on the dam road to prevent 

people from driving their vehicles on the road.  We had been planning to do this for some 

time.  However, the Board and homeowners at the meeting were concerned that the cable 

would prevent equestrians from riding on the dam road.  Tony Brickel moved and Donna 

Buckalew seconded a motion to not put up the cable on the dam road. The motion was 

approved unanimously.

New Business
1.
Elect New Board of Directors
At the Annual Meeting on 5/4/2013, the membership voted to re-elect the current PHEHA Board.  The Board then needs to hold the formal vote.  Per Bylaws, Article VIII, Section 2:  "The election of officers shall take place at the first meeting of the board of directors following the annual meeting of members." 

Debra Brickel mentioned that since Dana Walsh is no longer on the Board (her home was sold), we might want to recruit a new Board member to fill her place.  Chris Campbell was recruited to serve on the Board as a Member-at-Large and accepted.  Tony Brickel moved and Sandra Raley seconded a motion to add Chris Campbell as a Member-at-Large on the Board.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Donna Buckalew moved and Debra Brickel seconded a motion to re-elect the current Board of Directors.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Horse Trailer Parking on Pine Tree Court at the Trailhead

Terry Musser had asked at the Annual Meeting if she could park her horse trailer on Pine Tree Court at the trailhead, when riding on the trail.  John Greding, who lives at the end of Pine Tree Court where Terry had parked her trailer previously, does not want any horse trailers parked there.  He was concerned about trailers blocking his two driveways, and about horse poop on the road.  

Debra Brickel volunteered  to allow Terry Musser to park on Spring Court in front of her property, or up at Debra and Tony's barn.  This is fairly close to the trailhead.  This resolved the horse trailer parking issue for now.

Install Oak View Drive Speed Bumps
Steve Elliott had requested that an agenda item be added to install speed bumps on Oak View Drive.  Donna Buckalew said the Board had discussed numerous times in the past putting in speed bumps.  The past Boards always decided not to install them.  The main concern is liability for any injuries caused by the speed bumps; the impact on emergency vehicles entering PHE; horse trailers bouncing over the speed bumps; etc.  Paul Musser said that we need to research to find out what the liability issues are, before making a decision.  The Board decided to take a vote without doing the research.  Tony Brickel moved and Donna Buckalew seconded a motion to not install speed bumps.  The motion passed on a 6-1 vote.
